MEMORANDUM TO CHIEF STATE SCHOOL OFFICERS

Revised School Year (SY) 2006-07 (Fiscal Year 2006) Title I, Part A Allocations 

Attached are revised SY 2006-07 allocations for Title I, Part A Grants to Local Educational Agencies (LEAs).  

These revisions are necessary because of an error the Census Bureau made in processing the data used in its model to generate its 2003 poverty estimates, which are part of the statutory data the Department must use to calculate fiscal year FY 2006 (school year 2006-07) allocations.  This error, which was very recently reported to the Department, changed the number of children from low-income families counted in the Part A formula used to calculate SY 2006-07 State and LEA allocations.  Government Accountability Office (GAO) principles and several opinions issued by the Comptroller General require the Department to recalculate its SY 2006-07 State and LEA Title I, Part A allocations to reflect these corrections in the Census poverty estimates.

The attached FY 2006 Title I, Part A Grants to LEAs grant award notice for your State, which the Department released on October 2, 2006 in accordance with the Department of Education Appropriations Act for FY 2006 (Public Law 109-1449), reflects these changes.   Changes to the SY 2006-07 Title I, Part A allocations will also affect the distribution of funds to States under the Even Start and Homeless programs that my office also administers.   Because we are already in the process of reallocating funds to account for one State that is declining its Even Start award, we will issue revised 2006 Even Start grant awards to reflect both that change and the revision in the Census poverty data in several weeks.   We will make the adjustment to the Homeless allocations next year when we calculate SY 2007-08 allocations for that program based on the FY 2007 appropriations.

We realize that many States have already issued final allocations based on the allocations we released in June and that LEAs have submitted plans and budgets based on those allocations.  Therefore, a State educational agency may make adjustments resulting from the changes in this revised set of allocations when it calculates final SY 2007-08 allocations next year, provided an LEA has not lost all of its SY 2006-07 funds because of the revision.
